Novice and Pee Wee show classes will be walk-trot only; not restricted to walk-trot in game classes. 
Pee Wee is open to exhibitors 7 and under. Novice class is for true novice exhibitors new to showing/riding. 
No crossovers between divisions. 
Game Classes​: Riders must wear a collared shirt or t-shirt, long pants/jeans, boots, and ​ASTM Approved 
Helmet​. All patterns will be completed with a closed gate. All horses must walk in and out of the gate.Multiple 
horses/ponies may be entered but only the highest placing entry will count towards high point tracking.
